




















































In a One-Room School House the younger kids sat in the front of the class and the older kids sat in the back of the room.





A One-Room School House had 1st graders up to 8th graders in 1 room.





Boys and girls sat on either side of the classroom.





During recess in a One-Room School House boys and girls were separated; boys in the rear of the school, girls in the front of the school.





In most One-Room School Houses there were no pencils, pens, maps or slats for the children.





In most One-Room School Houses they did not have textbooks. Kids usually brought books from home. Each child would have a different book. Mostly the children brought the house Bible to school. 





Girls and boys went barefoot in warm weather when going to the One-Room School House.      





Many layers of clothing were worn to keep out the cold on the long walk to and from the One-Room School Houses  





Before coming to the One-Room School Houses the following chores had to be done:


Collecting eggs


Milking cows


Feeding the animals


Cleaning the stalls


Cutting firewood in winter


Carrying chopped wood








In the spring the older boys planted corn, beans, hay and wheat.





In the spring, summer and fall the older boys helped on the farm and normally only attended school in the winter.








The “hickory stick” or ruler was used to spank kids on their knuckles or rear ends. 





In the One Room-School House kids were spanked for:


Not doing their work,


Passing notes


Whispering;


Being disrespectiful; and


Distracting others from doing their work.





 During the day students memorized much of their work- stories, poems, multiplication tables, geography, and other lessons.





In 1939 there were 150,000 One Room-School Houses in the USA. As of 1995, there were only 428.





In the 1700’s the One Room-School House only had benches and  a stove. Desks and blackboards would come later.





There were no grades when the One Room-School House started. Kids learned at their own pace.





Alan Shepard, the first man in space graduated from a One-Room School House.





In 1750  students attended the first One Room-School House.





There was no electricity for lights in the One Room-School House; only windows were used for daylight.





The One Room-School House’s day started with a prayer, reading the Bible, the singing  of “God Save the Queen” and reciting the Pledge of Alliagiance.





The One Room-School House was also used for voting, town meetings and for local organizations.





Farmers hired teachers for the One Room-School Houses.





Teachers who taught in the One Room-School House were paid poorly. They hadto live from 1 farm family to another for free room and board.





The One Room-School House day started at 9:00 and ended at 4:00 p.m.





The teacher of the One Room-School House would ring the large bell in the bell tower to announce the beginning of school.





Teachers that taught in One Room-School Houses could not:


dress in bright colors


smoke cigarretes


dye their hair; and


ride in a carriage or car with any man except their father or brother.
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
